Objetivos:

El objetivo general de este curso es que, luego de la lectura de los articulos mas relevantes de Quine,
nos podamos abocar a la profundizacion de su obra a través de algunos textos menos frecuentemente
visitados pero muy esclarecedores de sus posiciones sobre conocimiento y ontologia.

Se pretende observar la trayectoria tedrica del autor al respecto, asi como la coherencia general de su
obra.

Durante las primeras seis semanas se revisaran algunos textos basicos de Quine: Dos dogmas del
empirismo, Hablando de objetos, Relatividad ontologica y Epistemologia naturalizada.

En la segunda parte, se seguird el desarrollo de sus principales articulos en torno a estos temas.
Seguramente no podran verse todos los textos aqui mencionados, pero si formaran parte del universo
de andlisis y los que resten podran examinarse para los trabajos de aprobacion del curso.
